Nicolas de San Pablo (Wite) !, et le plus célébre
de tous, Pierre de Gand. Celte vue est siirement juste et féconde dans bien des
domaines, mais il semble nécessaire de I'écarter ici : les parades de Sarrasins
dans les divertissements des Cours et des chiteaux, la lutte symbolique des
Maures el des Chrétiens ont connu une fortune extraordinaire dans le monde
hispanique, sous I'influence des souvenirs de la Reconguista, mais elles font
partie de traditions communes & toute I'Europe occidentale.

Documents sur les Indiens de la Californie. — Translation of the passage in the
notebook 7 of Prince Paul of Wurttemberg describing the Indians about
Sutter’s establishment on the Sacramento River in the summer of 1850. The
notebooks are preserved in the Stuttgart Landesbibliothek ; there are 15 dea-
ing with his travels in the United States and Mexico, 1849-51.

(p- 523) Itis not Hok Indians alone who work as farmhands for M*. Sutter, but
also redskins from outside, like Kosume, Yuba, Willi, Kulus, indeed even afew
Sch-Schoné or Snake Indians, who followed him down out of the mountains.
One of these Snake Indians was a very bright fellow and reminded me of the
B. Charboneau who followed me to Europe in 1823 and whose mother was a
Scho-Sché-né. Early one morning I visited with my host the near-by indian
village. In the village whose round vaulted huls of dried clay were dug down
about 4 feet below the ground level and in shape are not unlike those of the
Mandans, I found both sexes entirely unclothed, the men mostly occupied
with quite an original game, with which these savages often while away the
entire day, and may get greatly excited. It consists in this : the players sit
opposite one another holding short wooden sticks or bunches of kay and take
turns tossing them into the air and catching them, during which they gesticu-
late and shout incessantly. The women are much more industrious and spin
thread which they prepare by soaking, pounding and cleaning into hemp, the
stalks either of the mun-mut, an Artemisia, or the sék-kd (Urtica ufilia) the
fibrous industrial plants of California. These plants, especially the nettle, fur-
